Advanced Art– Create Your Own Paint-By-Number
No blending between colors, use acrylic paint. Step-by-step example on advanced art website.
Step 1:  Find your inspiration
· Research and look up different examples of paint-by-number paintings.
· What will your inspiration be?
· Will it be realistic, abstract, or non-objective?

· Will an artist, culture, or period of time inspire you? Will things in your life inspire you? 

Step 2:  Give your inspiration life

· As you are researching/brainstorming create thumbnail sketches of possible designs for your composition.
· Remember that thumbnail sketches are quick interpretations of an idea.
· Once an idea is picked make a list of the colors you will be using in your composition. (this list may change as you go)
· If you want to challenge yourself more apply a colorscheme to your painting.
Step 3: Begin creating your project.
· Draw out your compsition on a piece of white posterboard. (dimensions of your project is your choice)

· Once the composition is draw you will need to draw organic shapes to show color changes especially areas of value change or shadows and highlights.

· After creating all the shapes create swatches of the colors you are going to use and apply a number to the color.

· Begin numbering your shapes according to your color swatches. (as you label, if you discover you need another value/color create another swatch and continue numbering until all the shapes have a number)

· Once numbering is finished, begin painting in according to your labels/guide and do one color at a time.
