Advanced Art– Goodbye Art Handout
Performance Art Piece (creating fully with the intention of destruction)
This is a two part project receiving a grade for the finished project and then a grade for the performance of destroying the piece.
Step 1:  Find your inspiration
· Research and look up different types of Goodbye Art done by the artist Phil Hansen (www.philinthecircle.com)
· What will your inspiration be?
· Will it be realistic, abstract, or non-objective?
· Will it be 2D or 3D?
Step 2:  Give your inspiration life

· As you are researching/brainstorming create thumbnail sketches of possible designs for your Goodbye Art composition.
· Remember that thumbnail sketches are quick interpretations of an idea.
· Once an idea is picked make a list of things that you may need to create your Goodbye Art.
· Make a list of ways that you can destroy the project when you are finished.
Step 3: Begin creating your project.
· Document the process as you go with photographs to put together later for display with video at art shown and on art website.

· You will be creating your project fully to the best of your ability because the finished product will receive its own grade.

· Create a simple dummy project for the practice performance to make sure the destruction idea works as planned.
Step 4: Turn in you project for the first round of grading.
· Finalize the way you will be destroying the project and how you will record the performance.

· Do a practice performance with full recording to make sure the idea will work.
Step 5: Do your performance of destruction and record it.
· Make sure that you can send it to your own computer.
· You will upload it into imovie and edit is as desired at the beginning and end. This video clip will be uploaded onto the art website and shown at the art show.
Step 6: Submit video for grading, Fill out Rubric, and Answer Reflection Prompts
