Advanced Art–Paper Quilling -Handout

Step 1:  Find your inspiration
· Research and look up paper quilling
· Look at the method used to create the work and decide what kind of method you will use

· What will your inspiration be?
Step 2:  Give your inspiration life
· Create two thumbnail sketches of possible designs 
· Will it be realistic, abstract, or non-objective?

· Will another artist inspire you? Will things in your life inspire you? Will another culture or period of time inspire you?

Step 3:  Finalize your project size
· Size is of your choice but I would not recommend bigger than 18x24 inches
· Each strip of paper used in design should be no bigger that 1/4” wide
Step 4: Begin creating your project.
· Use tacky glue to create designs and adhere them to your base paper.

· Using a piece of corkboard, layout your pieces of quilled paper with straight pins. 
· When design is finalized begin gluing them down to your paper backing.

· Use as little glue as possible, we don’t want clumps
Step 6: Matte final design, Fill out Rubric, and answer reflections
